NOTES

Professional Engineering (PE) study must be
conducted.

[One-time costs are allowed for: 1)
Replacement of an existing mechanical
ventilation system to the current Minnesota
tate Mechanical Code/American Society of
Heating, Refrigerating, and Air-Condtions
Engineers (ASHRAE) guidelines; or, 2) Provision
of  level of approximately 15 Cubic Foot per
Minute (CFM) per person.

Projects specific to achieving energy
efficiency/costs-savings are not allowable
25 defined under Minnesota statues,
section 1238.65 (thermal recovery system
gefinition).

LTFM revenue is unallowable for Pandemic related
projects (ventilation/indoor air quality, etc.)

‘All approved HVAC upgrade/replacement work
vill be verified using reliable quantitative
measuring techniques done by a third-party
entity (see NOTES section).

Costs to remove humidity are allowable to
meet ASHRAE guidelines and state mechanical
[when humidistats are connected to the system
control logic to not exceed 55 percent relative
humidity.

Costs to remove humidity are not
allowable to meet ASHRAE guidelines and
state mechanical when humidistats are
connected to the system control logic to
exceed 55 percent relative humidity.

Requirements for Projects - Note: "Third-party
entity” means that the third party (the verifiers)
[cannot be financially influenced by the ventilation
contractor. 1t i suggest to employ school faciity
commissioning guidelines.

Costs for Direct Digital Control (DDC), and DX
systems are allowable only: ) if the HVAC
system is being replaced, or b} if an HVAC system
upgrade results in a significant ventilation rate
improvement.

Building HVAC: supplies, maintenance,
cleaning, testing and calibration (e.g.,
Testing, Adjusting and Balancing (TAB) and
[commissioning activiies) are not
allowable.

[View School Facility Commissioning Guidelines
under: MDE > Districts, Schools and Educators >
school Finance > Faciities and Technology > School
construction 1) There s a requirement to verify the
mechanical ventilation rate for each occupied space
over the expected outside temperature range. 2)

[ Work which does not meet code and contract should
be rejected untilit does. 3) Employ measures to
compel proper completion such as a) withholding final
payment; b) performance bond; ¢} errors and
omissions insurance, and/or a directly worded letter
from the district's attorney.

Maintenance and maintenance
management costs are not allowable
(includes testing for these) - see NOTES
section.

Note: Airflow measurement activities not in support
of 2 replacement/upgrade project may be funded
under Finance Code 352.
