Poets Know It! Writing Poetry  Gr.3-5and 6-9
There are times when only writing a poem will do, to express your big ideas. Students will get a chance to
learn how to write poetry and explore those big ideas. They will discover what it takes to write a poem, and
why everyone enjoys poetry. *Susan Stevens Chambers

A Prop-Tastic Beginning Gr. 3-5

Grab a prop AND your reader’s attention by beginning your story with plenty of action and movement. We
will use props, along with a writing “recipe” for success, to create exciting opening scenes that will work for
every fiction genre. After a quick demonstration, students will choose a prop and test the method for them-

Creating Phantasmic Worlds  Gr.6-9

Create a world your readers can dive into! Learn about world-building tips and techniques to craft a believa-
ble, unique setting for your characters, no matter the genre. Students will complete some world-building
prompts along with the session.

Writing TV News in a Flash Gr. 3-5and 6-9

How to write TV news creatively and effectively in a matter of minutes. Students will learn how a reporter
and photographer gather news. Then they'll see how the writing and editing process makes it possible for a

How to Write a Novel in 30 Days Gr. 6-9

November is National Novel Writing Month (NaNoWriMo), an international challenge to write a novel
(50,000 words) in 30 days. Yes, it can be done, and YES, kids and teens can do it, too. This session offers tips
and tricks for making the most of your thirty-day writing marathon from a seven-time NaNoWriMo winner.

Haiku Made Easy Gr. 3-5 and 6-9

Haiku poetry is composited of three short, simple lines. These three lines contain a total of 17 syllables, a 5-7
-5 syllable pattern, meaning five syllables in the first line, seven in the second line, and five in the third. A
poem about mood, nature or a feeling. What can be so hard about that? It’s not hard, it’s fun using an an-
cient art form to make a piece of art. We will put together a booklet to hold all our haiku. *Terri Michels

You Want to Make a Movie? Gr. 3-5and 6-9

You can be a storyteller. Its time for you to write a movie like Jungle Cruise. In this session we will write
scenes and dialog for movies. These techniques can be used to develop stories for films. You are never too

Who Are Your Crew? Gr.3-5and 6

Build a pirate crew! In this session, author Ozgur K. Sahin will teach the importance of secondary characters-
-the crewmen who make the ship and story work. Learn how to create a secondary pirate character, how to
link them to main characters and how to find out the details that will make your characters fit into the main

Readers Theater Gr. 3-5 and 6-9

Readers Theater is a theater exercise, suitable for actors of all ages and abilities. Everyone in this session will
have the opportunity to act out scripts, laugh and play with fun material, costume pieces & props that add

Making a Monster Jam (of Comics) Gr. 3-5and 6-9

Love writing stories? Can you picture it all in your head, but aren't sure what you need for a story to feel
complete? Come ready to jam on the page. In class, we'll pull together pictures to create monsters. We'll
discover monsters of ideas by drawing creatures at different moments in life. You'll leave with the frame of a
story—and ideas for building new comics, new characters, and better stories going forward.
